This course will focus on mobile (vehicle) surveillance, foot surveillance, surveillance communication, highway and inner-city surveillance, counter surveillance detection, proper documentation, and decision making.  This course will culminate with 4 to 5 hours of surveillance practical exercise.
Required equipment includes wearing plain clothes (no shorts), unmarked vehicle, snacks, money, binoculars, notepad, and cell phone.  Officers from the same department can double up and bring 1 unmarked vehicle.  Bring your department issued hand held radio.  Other radios will be provided for use during practical exercise.    
The fee for the course is $20.00 for TNOA members and $60.00 for non-members.  $40.00 of the non-member fee will go towards a one year TNOA membership if desired.
